1. The 20009 liturgical year begins on the First Sunday of Advent, ibee 30, 2008.

2. Scripture citations are based on e American Biblevith the revised New Testament
and may differ slightly from the citations given in {Bedo Lectionum Missagl981) due
to difference in versification.

3. In the preparation of diocesan and provincial calendatatines the dedication of
diocesan cathedrals, the dedication of parish churchesspmwibl days of prayer (cf.
General Instruction of the Roman MissaD02 no. 373) should be added, along with
other commemorations of saints and the blesseds whidn@weed in those particular
calendars.

4. In several ecclesiastical provinces of the United Stafté\merica, the solemnity of the
Ascension of the Lord is transferred from May 21, 2009héofollowing Sunday, May
24, 2009. In those archdioceses and dioceses, Thursday, MiayoB$erved either as an
Easter Weekday or as the optional memorial of Sainispher Magallanes, priest and
martyr, and his companions, martyrs.

5. Outside the Advent, Christmas, Lenten, and Easteois®agn Saturdays which have no
commemoration having the rank of obligatory memorial or ighé&lass in honor of the
Blessed Virgin Mary may be celebrated. This is indidatethe calendar by "BVM." The
readings and prayers may be selected fronCtikection of Masses of the Blessed Virgin
Mary.

6. In a decree dated March 23, 1992, the bishop of Honolulu designhtistin@as and the
Immaculate Conception as the only two holy days of obbgator the State of Hawaii.
